As we continue to share the stages of GROOMING, we are going to 
share more on how traffickers gain information and continue to build 
trust, not only about the victim but the victims family members too.  
 
Traffickers are very patient people, they will groom their chosen   
victims and their families for years in order to gain their trust and 
get information that they can use in the future against the victim 
and families as they move further into the process.  At this stage 
they don’t force anything, they don’t touch the victims, instead they 
are still listening, finding things in common and playing the part of a 
caring person.    

Gaining Information and Trust 
 

This stage entails more than just the phone conversations or online 
chatting and small gift giving that has been happening.  Traffickers 
will start to gather more in-depth information to give them leverage.  
 
 Taking them out to eat and spending money on them  
 Providing alcohol or drugs and keeping it a secret from parents 
 Giving them special attention, access to a luxury lifestyle or trips 
 Sending scouts to hang out with them 

 Scouts are women or girls who are currently caught in 
trafficking and help the traffickers with access to others  

 Online dating  
 Perpetrator finds kid/kids that they like, then begins a          

relationship with mom.  Trafficker wins mom over, moves 
in with her and now has first hand access to kids 

 Neighborhood involvement 
 Perpetrator becomes involved in the neighborhood  
 Becomes friendly with everyone 
 Scouts out families with kid/kids 

 Slowly starts of offer to babysit, help out 
 Buys them things 
 Family starts to see them as part of the family! 

What perpetrators DON’T DO 

in this process 

 Make the victims or families 

feel uncomfortable 

 Make the victims or families 

feel unsafe 

 Make the victims or families 

feel like they would or could 

harm them
